Co bys udélal, kdyby sis v§imnul, Ze néktefi lidé v restauraci na tebe ziraji? Nejspi§ bych se to snaZil
ignorovat.

What would you do if you noticed that some people in a restaurant were staring at you? [ would probably try to
ignore that.

Stravi$ nékdy hodiny civénim z okna, kdyZ bys mél pracovat? Ne, nestravim, protoZe vedle mého stolu
neni okno.

Do you sometimes spend hours gazing out of the window when you should be working? No, I don’t, because
there isn’t a window right next to my desk.
